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Paper  
consumption

The average lawyer uses around 17,000 
sheets of A4 paper every year. Almost 
83,5 kgs.
This number of sheets adds up 
to a weight of 83.5 kgs and, if all the 
sheets were stacked, they would reach 
the average height of a man.






The 212,912 lawyers in England and 
Wales consume 3,619,504,000 sheets  
of A4 paper every year. That's more  
than 17,778 tonnes of paper which, when 
stacked, would make a 46km high  
paper tower that would reach  
the stratosphere.

The production of one tonne of paper 
generates 9 tonnes of CO2 greenhouse 
gas emissions. Even the average 
American car produces only 5 tonnes  
of CO2 per year.




324 litres of water are used to produce  
a single kilogram of paper, which is 
equivalent to 200 pieces of A4 paper. 
That is at least 2 litres of water are 
consumed per A4 sheet.





Almost half (42%) of all trees felled  
in the world are used exclusively for  
the paper industry. 93% of all paper  
is produced from new trees.






Although there are efforts to recycle 
paper, most (93%) of the newly 
produced paper comes from new trees 
and not from recycled materials. It is 
worth remembering that it takes twice 
as much energy to produce paper  
as it does to produce plastic.






What is the effect  
on air quality worldwide?


The solution is in our hands. 


When paper rots, it emits methane, 
which is 25 times more toxic than CO2. 
Paper fibres contain carbon, so 
recycling paper could protect against 
the release of this carbon into the 
atmosphere in the very long term.



The data about the widespread use of 
paper in the professional environment 
are worrying. Fortunately, there are 
solutions to make the leap to 
digitalisation and eliminate this 
excessive consumption of paper that  
is so harmful to our planet.
